Engineer’s Report – 
TOFA Building Center Space Fit Out- Ms. Nedrick reported that the Authority staff received three quotes for electrical and lighting work and that all quotes were above the bidding threshold. She requested the Boards consideration to revise the proposal and put it out to public bid. She noted that the engineering cost to revise the design and manage the bid process and work would be $12,604.00.

2016 Loan Arbitrage Rebate Calculation – Mr. Hartman stated he had circulated via email prior to the meeting a proposal from Arbitrage Rebate Counselors solicited on the advice of the Authority Financial Advisor for a two-phase arbitrage rebate calculation for the 2016 Phoenixville Federal Bank & Trust loan. He told the Board the two-phase calculation would cost $2,250 and he requested that the Board authorize it. Mr. Hartman added that the Authority has used Arbitrage Rebate Counselors in 2016 for mandatory five-year rebate for 2011 Bond Issue.

Center Space Rehabilitation – Mr. Hartman reiterated that the two responsive quotes for the center space electrical and lighting work were above the bid threshold. Chairman Rosso noted that the Authority Engineer’s proposal to manage the bid process and work completion had been authorized earlier in the meeting. 

Website Design Update – Mr. Hartman reported that the development of the new Authority website was on track and on schedule according to Oxford communications, the Authority’s contractor. 
Health Plans Review – Mr. Hartman advised the Board that representative from Vaughn Insurance Managers would present a health plan comparisons report for the Board at the July 24 Executive Session. Chairman Rosso directed staff to move up the Executive Session to 5:45 p.m and possibly earlier to allow enough time to cover the presentation and other issues. He also directed staff to compile and circulate to the Board members prior to the meeting health plan expenses information. 
Mr. Beier addressed the purchase of a $144.00 for a drill press purchase at Harbor Freight. He voiced concern that when we purchase tools, they should be quality tools. 

Mr. Binney asked about French drain for Bargain City. Mr. Ryba explained that the station sits at the bottom of the street and it has become a mud pit. Mr. Binney asked about the pump replacement there which was in this year’s budget. Mr. Ryba stated that the Nottingham project has taken priority, so Bargain City has been pushed back.
