Website Design Update – Mr. Hartman reported that he expected the new website would debut on January 1, 2020. He informed the Board that the site map and site layout phases of the website redo were completed and that photos and stories were now being added to the standard materials that are normally available for public review. He noted that all content would be checked for accuracy and all links checked for connectivity before the new website would go live.

Travelers Risk Management Portal – Mr. Hartman informed the Board that a representative of the Authority’s property and liability insurance carrier, Travelers, had contacted him to provide a virtual tour of the company’s risk management portal. Mr. Hartman stated he was very impressed with the resource and the many safety tips and tools it provided. He added that he would introduce Mr. Ryba to the portal.

Delaware Valley Trusts (DVT) Annual Audit Follow-up – Mr. Hartman advised the Board that items identified in the DVT annual audit in August, 2019, have already been addressed. Specifically, he noted that the shields and settings on the shop grinder have been properly set to reduce the possibility of injury and that signage warning of confined spaces and the need for hearing protection had been procured. Mr. Ryba added that the signs have been posted at the appropriate locations.
Falls Township Coordination – Mr. Hartman advised the Board the he had met with Falls Township Manager Pete Gray to develop an agenda for a meeting covering several topics of mutual concern such the GIS asset mapping. He said Mr. Gray suggested that discussions continue at a future meeting when the Township’s new Assistant Township Manager and Code Enforcement Officer Matthew Takita would be on board and available to attend.
