Executive Director’s Report – 
2020 Authority Budget – Mr. Hartman thanked the Board members for their feedback on the second draft of the Authority’s 2020 budget and pledged to have a final draft for their review prior to the October 23 Board meeting.

Website Design Update – Mr. Hartman asked the Board to confirm that the photos taken of them for posting on the website were suitable. All of the Board members indicated their portrait photos were acceptable for posting. Mr. Hartman added that staff photos would also be taken and posted on the site and that the process would move forward with content review and material organization.
Bucks County Consortium Membership – Mr. Hartman advised the Board that the Authority had joined the Bucks County Consortium to take advantage of joint bid pricing on commodities such as modified and clean stone and asphalt. He further advised the Board that the first order of modified stone would be delivered to the new bunkers in the Authority parking lot the following day on Thursday, September 26.

Property and Liability Coverage Provider – Mr. Hartman advised the Board that he had met with Vaughn Insurance Managers to review the Authority’s property and liability coverage provider options. He noted that all agreed that continuing for a second year with Travelers Insurance Company was a good path forward if Travelers would, as expected, maintain the current premium level,

Accident and Illness Prevention Plan – Mr. Hartman advised the Board that staff, with guidance and encouragement from the Delaware Valley Insurance Trust, has produced a dynamic Accident and Illness Prevention Plan requiring the Authority’s regular attention to assure success in these important workforce readiness areas. He added that Operations Manager, John Ryba, has been designated as Plan Administrator and Program Manager, Rachel Jardine, has been designated as Plan Coordinator.


Bills for Payment – 
Mr. Rosso questioned the fees to be paid to Rio for warranty work. Mr. Ryba explained this is for repairs and replacements of meters and registers that were in the prorated warranty phase beyond the initial 10 years. Mr. Rosso also asked about the fee to Kampstrup, Ms. O’neill explained this is an annual fee for the software updates. Mr. Rosso questioned the charge to Wate Management and why it seemed so high. Ms. O’neill explained that the amount was for two months. Mr. Rosso requested Mr. Hartman check with Mr. Gray at the Township to see if we fall under the free trash removal.

Mr. Binney stated the items on the bill list from the Solicitor, Flager and Associates for KVK Tech should be paid out of the escrow account. Mr. Binney also questioned the $200.00 charge from RVE for delivery of plans. Ms. Nedrick said she will look into this and have the charge removed.
